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Principles of Creating a Purse-string

A purse-string can be carried out manually or with the aid of a purse-string
clamp. In both approaches the suture material of choice is monofilament.
This will ensure that the suture will slide easily while the purse-string is
being tied, as well as minimising cutting of the tissue in the process. It is
important not to damage the suture with needle holders to avoid future
suture breakage.

A manually placed purse-string suture should ideally start at the anti-
mesenteric bowel side. This will later facilitate purse-string ciOsure under
direct visualisation. The maximum distance. of the needle stitches (which
should include all tissue layers) should be 4 mm from the cutting edge and
6 mm from puncture to puncture.

Hand-sewn Purse-string Suturing Techniques
Standard “Through-and-through”

The sururing will include all tissue layers and is performed by initially run-
ning the needle from the external to the internal wall, and ending with the
needle passing from the internal to the external wall. This technique has
the advantage of easier pull-down while minimising tissue cuff and suture
breakage.
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Purse-string Suture Clamp

The purse-string-suture clamp is used for the prompt placement of purse-
string sutures.

After having closed the clamp, any corrections will only be possible if the
bowel segment damaged by the teeth of the clamp is resected. Correct clo-
sure of the instrument must be ensured prior to insertion of the needles into

the canal.

Resection has to be done along the knife guide to achieve optimal distance
berween purse-string suture and cutting edge. The clamp must be removed
carefully to avoid damage to the purse-string suture.

Inspect the purse-string suture for completeness.

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Purse-string

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Clamp-Aided Purse-string Suture

In order to apply the purse-string suture clamp, the bowel is dissected from
mesentery and fat in the area of the intended anastomosis (1.5-2.0 c¢m).

The clamp must be applied at a right angle, not obliquely, to avoid too
much bowel tissue on one side being present in the circular stapler after
tying the purse-string. After having applied the clamp any corrections will
only be possible if the bowel segment damaged by the teeth of the clamp is
resected; if this is not carried out, postoperative complications owing to
ischaemia and necrosis-could occur.

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For the placement of a purse-string suture, the ATRALOC Staw-Needle, a
75 ¢cm monofilament suture with two soft 60 mm needles, is recommended.
To avoid the needle stitching twice into the same needle canal, it 1s recom-
mended that both needles be inserted into their respective needle canals. In
narrow areas the needle can be bent immediately after it comes out of the
needle canal, so that the needle can be adjusted to the corresponding space.
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Purse-string Suture Clamp

The purse-string-suture clamp is used for the prompt placement of purse-
string sutures.

Afrer having closed the clamp, any corrections will only be possible if the
bowel segment damaged by the teeth of the clamp is resected. Correct clo-
sure of the instrument must be ensured prior to insertion of the needles into
the canal.
